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The second in the 2017 series of readings took place on Sunday 20 August.The
Speckled Band was well received and thanks to all cast, crew and audience! UNDER
MILK WOOD by Dylan Thomas is the third in the series and will be on Sunday 17
September at 2.00pm. Under Milk Wood is a play for voices, richly poetic and full of
wry humour. Its setting is two-fold: its external landscape is the fictional Welsh fishing
village of Llareggub; its interior landscape, the internal lives of Llaregubb's 69
inhabitants. These inhabitants voice their various hopes, fears and yearnings, in
monologue and dialogue, not only in their dreams, but also in their daily waking lives.
We are guided through one night and day of their lives, by knowing narrators. The
voices, in their observations, cannily connect with us, in a common recognition
crossing the cultural divide. Thomas' genius has created an Anglo-Welsh poetic
masterpiece!
